The A.G. Leventis Foundation supports programmes benefitting institutions
and organisations around the world. Defined under the broad headings of ‘Conservation
of Cultural Heritage’, ‘'Museums and Libraries’, ‘Universities’, ‘Scholarships’, ‘Culture’,
‘Philanthropy, Humanitarian Work and Medical Science’ and ‘Environment and Conserva-
tion’, the twenty-eight selected projects highlighted in this second annual newsletter il-
lustrate the scope of the Foundation’s activities in 2012.

As in previous years, the A.G. Leventis Foundation has maintained its focus on preserving
the past, while building for the future. Under ‘Conservation of Cultural Heritage’, resto-
ration and excavation projects were matched by programmes involving the digitisation
of research and the dissemination of academic knowledge.

St Nicholas, Agridi, Achaia

The church of St Nicholas in Agridi is a significant Byzantine
monument built in a location of particular natural beauty in the
Peloponnese. The church, decorated with exceptional wall-paintings
dating to the late 13th century and to the 18th century, was severally
damaged in the earthquake of 2008. The Foundation has supported
a two-year restoration programme, conducted and staffed by the 6th
Ephorate of Byzantine Antiquities of Patras. The project includes con-
solidation and restoration of the building, as well as conservation
and aesthetic restoration of the mural decoration. In 2012 res-
toration teams focused on the first phase of conservation of the
frescoes and on the structural consolidation of both the vaults and
the roof of the church. Upon completion of the project, the church
will be open to visitors and pilgrims.

Lefkandi—Xeropolis Excavation Project, Euboea

Lefkandi was a key site in the Aegean during both the Bronze and
Iron Ages. The recent excavations conducted by Professor Irene
S. Lemos have contributed important information to the history of
the site from the end of the Mycenaean palatial era to its abandon-
ment (1200-700 BC). In the middle of the ancient tell, a city wall
has been discovered, as well as a ritual area located nearby. Con-
tinuity of occupation from the Late Bronze Age to the Early Iron
Age has been established in the eastern part of Xeropolis, where
a large building (the ‘Megaron’) was excavated. The excavation
at Lefkandi has done much to illuminate a relatively little-under-
stood but very important period in the development of a Greek
city-state. In the excavation and study seasons at Lefkandi, the
participation and training of students is one of the most important
aspects of the current project, as is the preservation and protec-
tion of the site for future generations.

IOSPE Project: Ancient Inscriptions of the Northern Black Sea -

The aim of this project, which was launched on 27 October 2011
atKing's College, London, is to make the record of ancient inscrip-
tions from the Northern Black Sea widely available to internation-
al researchers and non-specialists.

The work on the second
collection, ‘Inscriptions of Chersonesos’, begins in January 2013.

On 15 March 2012 the innovative presentation of the Thanos N.
Zintilis Collection of Cypriot Antiquities opened its doors to the
public in the new, thoroughly refurbished A.G. Leventis Gallery on
the third floor of the Museum of Cycladic Art in Athens. Comple-
mented by their contemporary installation and featuring recent
advances in museological approach, the 550 artefacts on display
illustrate significant aspects of ancient Cypriot life and art. Visi-
tors are invited to discover Cypriot ceramics, glass vessels, figu-
rines and jewellery; cabinets with sloping surfaces display metal
artefacts, coins, seals and writing implements, enhanced by touch
screens displaying a wealth of textual and illustrative material.
Two interactive surfaces recount the island’s history from prehis-
toric times to the Late Roman period and illustrate Cyprus’ inter-
relations with the outside world by showing the virtual voyages of
ancient merchant ships travelling the Mediterranean. By promot-
ing Cypriot art and archaeology. the new A.G. Leventis Gallery will
further contribute to the understanding of Cyprus’ pivotal position
in the ancient Eastern Mediterranean.

Louvre Museum, Paris — Exhibition: Cyprus between Byzan-
tium and the West, 4th-16th Centuries

Held at the Louvre Museum in Paris from 28 October 2012 to 28
January 2013, supported by the A.G. Leventis Foundation, this
exhibition traces the remarkable artistic history of Cyprus from
the 4th century AD to the Turkish conquest of the island in 1571.
Visitors are invited to explore each of the major periods in the
chequered history of medieval Cyprus; in turn Byzantine, Latin,
Gothic and Venetian, but influenced thoroughly by a strong Byz-
antine heritage. The exhibition brought together for the first time
artworks from around ten Cypriot museums and from the collec-
tions of the Diocese of Nicosia, along with several others. It also
includes major loans from the public collections of France, Italy,
the United States, Hungary and the United Kingdom. The Louvre's
Department of Sculptures complemented the display with a special
feature on French archaeologist and art historian Camille Enlart
(1862-1927) and his seminal contribution to the study of the art of
the Middle Ages and the Renaissance in Cyprus.

Hellenic Foundation for Culture, Berlin — Exhibition: Olympia:
Myth — Cult — Games in Antiquity

The exhibition Olympia: Myth — Cult — Games in Antiquity was
initiated by the Hellenic Foundation for Culture in Berlin and the
Greek Ministry of Culture. Held from 31 August 2012 to 7 Janu-
ary 2013, it was organised by the Martin-Gropius-Bau in Berlin,
with the support of the German Archaeological Institute and the
Antiquities Collection of the Berlin State Museums. This unique
exhibition, generously supported by the A.G. Leventis Founda-
tion, brought together over 500 objects from major museums of
Greece, such as the Archaeological Museum in Olympia, and the
National Archaeological Museum and the Numismatic Museum in
Athens, while also including exhibits from the Louvre Museum and
the Vatican.

The A.G. Leventis Gallery of Ancient Cyprus — British Museum,
London

The A.G. Leventis Gallery of Ancient Cyprus at the British Mu-
seum in London has been reorganised and renovated with the
support of the A.G. Leventis Foundation. Its reopening in 2012
was planned to mark Cyprus’ Presidency of the Council of the
European Union. The original display, created more than 25
years ago, has been updated in line with modern scholarship.
New texts have been created to present our current understand-
ing of the island’s history, conforming to modern standards of
interpretation and access. Large graphic panels evoke the ge-
ography, landscape and archaeological sites of Cyprus. Three
key elements of the new display are: the creation of an explicit
chronological sequence telling the story of Cyprus from 10,000
BC to AD 395; the redisplay of the sculpture illustrating the de-
velopment of the human form; and the creation of a contextual
display on the famous Sanctuary of Apollo-Reshef at Dali (an-
cient Idalion). The gallery renovation has also enabled the dis-
play of important items of sculpture from Dali that have previ-
ously been held in storage.

Imperial College, London — Scholarship in Bio-Inspired Devices
for Greek-Cypriot PhD students

The PhD project funded by the A.G. Leventis Foundation at Impe-
rial College in London is titled ‘Micro-engineered Platforms for
Growing, Controlling and Monitoring Cells In-vitro” and focuses
on developing culture constructs that control cell maturation and
function by regulating culture conditions, particularly physical
constraints to cell growth and application of static stretch. In pre-
liminary results with cardiomyocytes, self-alignment of the cells
has been achieved on flexible substrates through standard micro-
fabrication techniques, enabling a cell morphology similar to the
anisotropic architecture of native myocardium, while preserving
the cells’ contractile properties. This technology has recently
been transferred to commercial state-of-the-art multielectrode
arrays for comprehensive interrogation of the cells’ electrophysi-
ology. In addition, chemical sensing modalities are currently being
incorporated into these bioengineered substrates to investigate
real-time extra/intra-cellular activity. The long-term goal is to de-
liver a powerful, universal tool with high scientific and commercial
impact in drug development, disease modelling and, eventually,
engineered patient-specific organs.

The exhibition Edward Lear & the lonian Islands, organised by the
Corfu Museum of Asian Art, was held at the Palace of St Michael
and St George from 26 May to 31 August 2012 and was jointly
supported by the A.G. Leventis, Bodossaki and J.F Costopoulos
Foundations. The exhibition marked the 200th anniversary of
the birth of the painter, illustrator and poet Edward Lear (1812-
1888) and brought together some of his most lyrical oil paintings,
watercolours, drawings and lithographs, representing scenes
from the lonian Islands and the still-unspoiled landscapes seen
in his travels through mid-19th-century Greece and Albania.

Melathron Evgerias, Nicosia

The Melathron Evgerias in Nicosia is a home for the elderly and
was one of the first projects completed by the Republic of Cyprus.
It was founded in 1960 at the initiative of Makarios lll, the Arch-
bishop of Cyprus, Chrysostomos, the Abbot of the Holy Monastery
of the Virgin of Kykkos, and Anastasios G. Leventis, who assumed
the costs of its construction. It was completed with contributions
from the Beneficent Brotherhood of Nicosia and philanthropic
citizens. The home was designed by the internationally acclaimed
architect Polyvios Michaelides, one of the leading representatives
of Modernism in Cyprus. Recently, the Archbishopric of Cyprus,
the Kykkos Monastery and the A.G. Leventis Foundation agreed to
renovate the Melathron Evgerias.

The Artemis Association for Histiocytosis

The research project supported by the A.G. Leventis Foundation
is titled ‘Cell Autonomous Mechanisms in the Pathogenesis of
Langerhans Cell Histiocytosis (LCH)" and relates to the discovery
of a genetic mutation found in half of LCH samples tested. This
mutation (called BRAF VB0OE) is found in several human tumour
types and alters the transmission of signals from the cell surface
to the nucleus. In this project, Professors Frederic Geismann and
Matthew Collin are exploring how the mutation affects the behav-
iour of Langerhans cells and whether it is found in other cell types
in LCH patients. Professor Geissmann has analysed 16 more LCH
lesion samples and confirmed that BRAF mutations are present
in 11/16 of them. Professor Collin is analysing how the signalling
pathway of which BRAF is a part is influenced by V60OE. He is
using fluorescent dyes to detect changes in signalling molecules
(called MEK and ERK) and has already shown that another mol-
ecule (Langerin) found in LCH is more easily expressed in blood
cells from LCH patients than normal individuals.

The Thalassaemia International Federation (TIF) is a global, non-
governmental, patient-oriented organisation working in official
collaboration with the World Health Organisation (WHO). Its main
mission is the protection of the rights of patients with haemo-
globin disorders, mainly thalassaemia and Sickle-cell Disease
(SCD), for access to quality health care. In the context of its ex-
panded educational programme in 2010-2012, TIF has focused its
activities on SCD with the valuable support of the A.G. Leventis
Foundation through an operational grant. TIF has incorporated in
its educational programme, including seminars, workshops, con-
ferences, and delegation visits in Europe and globally, the subject
of SCD by promoting and expanding awareness on prevention and
management of medical complications in the paediatric popula-
tion and other groups.

WWEF Greece — Programmes and Field Initiatives

In 2012 WWF Greece implemented a number of field initia-
tives with the support of the A.G. Leventis Foundation, such as
habitat restoration for the threatened birds of prey in the Dadia
Forest in Evros, research on wind-farm impact on raptors in
Thrace, maintaining critical monitoring activities of the Caretta
caretta sea turtles on the island of Zakynthos and embarking on
a Mediterranean marine initiative in collaboration with other WWF
offices. The organisation set up a crisis ‘watchdog’ facility, under-
taking international policy interventions and parliamentary advo-
cacy, while the legal support team handled a total of 144 cases
brought to its attention by citizens and other NGOs. WWF Greece’s
integrated web-mapping application www.oikoskopio.gr was fur-
ther developed. while its environmental education programmes
reached 170 schools around Greece.

RSPB Illegal Bird Trapping — BirdLife Cyprus

The RSPB and BirdLife Cyprus work with local communities and
the police and through education and political lobbying to fight
illegal bird trapping in Cyprus. It is estimated that 2.8 million song-
birds were killed in mist nets and on limesticks across Cyprus
in 2011, a figure that, though it represents a decrease on the
number of birds killed annually before the campaign started in
2002, underlines the still pressing need to tackle the problem.
Since the start of 2012 there has been a welcome reduction in
mist-netting activity, with field surveys showing a decrease by
66% since 2011, largely as a result of the campaign, which has
resulted in increased enforcement efforts by the authorities and
landmark prosecutions of restaurant owners trapping and sell-
ing wild birds (ambelopoulia). In 2012 Cyprus’ Presidency of the
Council of the European Union represented a great opportunity to
lobby and influence the Cypriot government, especially in the call
for greater action to protect Cypriot wildlife.

Four observatories and two kiosks were constructed in 2012 in the
Lake Kerkini National Park with the support of the A.G. Leventis
Foundation. The observatories were placed on the south-west
embankment of Lake Kerkini, one of the ten ‘Wetlands of Inter-
national Importance’ (otherwise known as Ramsar Wetlands) in
existence in Greece. The observatories, which rise to 4 metres
in height, support the infrastructure and promote the ecological
values of the National Park. Constructed on the basis of environ-
mental and landscape conservation principles, they contribute to
the successful monitoring and patrol of the area. They also help
foster awareness by displaying signs with environmental infor-
mation for visitors and facilitate birdwatching, by scientists and
members of the public alike.
