Second Phase of the Restoration, Temple of Zeus, Olympia

The Temple of Zeus in Olympia is one of the most typical exam-
ples of the Doric architectural style. Until recently, the construction
and the dimensions of the ruined temple that once housed the cult
statue of Zeus, one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World,
could only be perceived by experts. In 2004, the German Archaeo-
logical Institute, with the support of the A. G. Leventis Foundation,
began the restoration of the temple with the repositioning of an
entire column of the western opisthodomos, with the aim of ena-
bling visitors to understand the size of the building and gain a
sense of its third dimension. The second phase of the resto-
ration was completed in November 2012 with the assistance
of the A. G. Leventis Foundation; its objective was to present
the area of the western opisthodomos in a comprehensive
manner. During the restoration, the fragments of the southern
lower drum of a column of the opisthodomos were reassembled
with titanium bars, and missing parts were filled in with artificial
stone, while column flutes were elaborated by hand, using the
ancient method. The restoration was supervised by N. Hellner,
the researcher-architect of the Athens Department of the German
Archaeological Institute.

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The Koukounaries Project Preliminary Study, Paros

One of the most ancient and significant acropoleis sites in the
Aegean, Koukounaries, in Naoussa Bay, located at the northern part
of the island of Paros, has been the place of systematic archaeo-
logical investigations by the Archaeological Society at Athens
for almost two decades (1976-1992). The site is a rare historical
record from the Late Neolithic Era to the time of the Parian poet
Archilochus (early 7th century BC). Among the most significant
finds are the remains of a prosperous Mycenaean hegemonic
mansion (LH IlIC), destroyed by fire around 1150 BC. In the Iron
Age, Koukounaries witnessed the creation of successive settle-
ments of the Protogeometric, Geometric and Early Archaic periods.
The latest period preserves the ruins of an early prytaneion and a
temple dedicated to the goddess Athena. In 2012 and 2013, thanks
to the support of the A. G. Leventis Foundation, the project team
produced a preliminary study for the management, protection and
enhancement of the site. This addresses problems regarding the
presentation of the historical fabric to visitors, along with an effec-
tive interpretation plan, employing traditional and digital media,
and calling for the creation of a visitor centre to be constructed at
the base of the acropolis.

Excavations in Despotikon, Cyclades

On the uninhabited islet of Despotikon, near Antiparos in the
Cyclades, which has been identified with ancient Prepesinthus,
a sanctuary dedicated to Apollo flourished during the Archaic
period. Since 1997 systematic excavations under the direction of
Yannos Kourayos (21st Ephorate of Prehistoric and Classical An-
tiquities) have revealed the cult peribolos of the sanctuary, which
enclosed the temple, the hestiatorion, the altar, the bath and ten
more buildings. During this year's dig, buildings B, H, [ and the
main area of the cult peribolos were excavated. Building A (6th
century BC) was thoroughly investigated and proved to have had
cult use. Under its foundation an earlier apsidal structure dated
to the 8th century BC was discovered, indicating the area of the
earlier cult. Among the notable finds are part of the left leg of a
kouros statue, parts of the hands of two kouroi, the wing of a mar-
ble sphinx, Geometric vases and inscribed pottery sherds.

Conservation of Cultural Heritage, Nessebar, Bulgaria

Awarded World Heritage Site status by UNESCO, Nessebar
(ancient Mesembria) is a quasi-insular city on the west coast
of the Black Sea with historic links to pre-Classical Greece.
The A. G. Leventis Foundation has supported restoration
projects in the region since 2002, starting with the restoration
of the Church of St Stephen and the conservation of its frescoes.
The Foundation also assisted the municipality in transforming the
church’s courtyard into a garden, where columns, capitals and
other architectural members excavated in the area are displayed
to the public. The Foundation supported ICOMOS Bulgaria to
consolidate the Church of the Archangels Michael and Gabriel
(13th century). A collaborative project between the National Art
Gallery of Bulgaria in Sofia and the Museum of Byzantine Cul-
ture in Thessaloniki, whereby icons from the Bulgarian Black Sea
coast were restored and exhibited in Sofia and Thessaloniki, was
also supported by the A. G. Leventis Foundation. In recognition of
the Foundation’s contribution to the conservation of the region’s
cultural heritage, its Chairman, Mr A. P Leventis, was proclaimed
an honorary citizen of Nessebar in June 2012.

Cataloguing of the Greek Manuscripts, Lambeth Palace Library,
Hellenic Institute, Royal Holloway

For more than two decades the A. G. Leventis Foundation has sup-
ported teaching and research activities of the Hellenic Institute, Royal
Holloway, University of London. Since 2004 the Foundation has con-
tributed to a full-time lectureship in Byzantine Literature and Greek
Palaeography. securing the continuation and expansion of postgrad-
uate courses and the supervision of doctoral theses. Thanks to the
Foundation’s support, the Institute has pursued a number of joint re-
search projects, including the cataloguing of the Greek manuscripts
of Lambeth Palace Library (LPL). The collection consists of more than
50 Greek manuscripts acquired by LPL since its founding as a public
library in 1610.

Founded as a Greek colony in the 6th century BC and recently
awarded UNESCO World Heritage Site status, Tauric Chersonesos
of Crimea is one of the most important and well-known archaeo-
logical sites on the Black Sea (Pontus Euxinus). A prosperous city
during the Byzantine era, it has been systematically excavated
since 1827. With the support of the A. G. Leventis Foundation,
the National Preserve ‘Chersonesos of Taurica’ is converting a
19th-century building into an Archaeological Museum, which will
house statues, reliefs, funerary stelae, architectural members,
inscriptions, mosaics and ceramics. Chersonesos linked Russian
and Slavic peoples with the ancient Greek and Byzantine civilisa-
tion and Orthodoxy, and its Archaeological Museum will serve to
illustrate the ancient Greek colonisation of the Pontus Euxinus.
Specialists from the Foundation are collaborating with the National
Preserve on museological matters, lighting and technical issues.

The exhibition City of Gold: Tomb and Temple in Ancient Cyprus.,
which was held at the Princeton University Art Museum from 20
October 2012 to 20 January 2013, explored the history and ar-
chaeology of Polis Chrysochous, a town in the Republic of Cyprus
that is the site of the ancient city of Marion and its successor city,
Arsinoe.

Gennadius Library Medieval Greek Summer Session, American
School of Classical Studies at Athens

The Gennadius Library of the American School of Classical
Studies at Athens is an internationally renowned research li-
brary with a rich collection of rare books, manuscripts and archives
that illuminate Hellenic culture through the ages. Since July 2005
the Library has run bi-annually an intense, month-long Medieval
Greek Summer Session aiming to teach Byzantine Greek lan-
guage and philology at the intermediate level. Graduate students
are exposed to Byzantine primary texts, diverse literary genres,
palaeography and epigraphy, while tutorials with the two instruc-
tors ensure the progress of all participants according to their
individual needs. Visits to museums in Athens and to Byzantine
monuments throughout Greece add considerably to student life.
A generous grant from the A. G. Leventis Foundation has funded
12 full scholarships in 2011 and 2013 that have brought to Athens
diverse and vibrant student groups.

‘The World of Cyprus’ by Adamantios Diamantis, Leventis
Municipal Museum of Nicosia

The exhibition The World of Cyprus’ by Adamantios Diamantis, the
second collaboration between the A. G. Leventis Gallery and the
Leventis Municipal Museum of Nicosia, was hosted by the Museum
from 24 April 2013 to January 2014, when it will be transported to its
new home in the A. G. Leventis Gallery, as part of its Cyprus Collec-
tion. This monumental 17.5 m-long painting consists of 11 panels
and was created in Cyprus between 1967 and 1972. Diamantis trav-
elled to the island’s villages, studied people of the countryside and
depicted the simplicity of their daily lives. In the studio, he executed
these 67 monumental figures, in a work that symbolically brought
together people from various corners of the island. First presented
in the Museum of Folk Art in Nicosia in 1975, the painting travelled
to Greece for an exhibition at the National Gallery and was then
acquired by the Teloglion Foundation of Art, where it remained fol-
lowing the Turkish invasion of Cyprus. The verbal promise made to
Diamantis, that the work would return to Cyprus when conditions
permitted, has been fulfilled through an agreement between the
Teloglion and the A. G. Leventis Foundation, allowing The World of
Cyprus to return to its home and its people.

The Carter Center is a non-governmental organisation founded
by former US President Jimmy Carter and former First Lady Ro-
salynn Carter. The Center is committed to improving health and
alleviating human suffering, including through the elimination or
control of neglected tropical diseases. The A. G. Leventis Foun-
dation’s grant for the Integrated Health Programmes in Nigeria
project supports the Center’s efforts to eliminate or control river
blindness (onchocerciasis), schistosomiasis, lymphatic filariasis
(LF), trachoma and malaria in Nigeria, in conjunction with sig-
nificant drug donations from pharmaceutical companies. Over six
million Nigerians receive Mectizan treatments annually as part
of the Carter Center-assisted efforts to eliminate river blindness.
Where necessary, an integrated approach involves the concurrent
distribution of albendazole for LF and praziquantel for schisto-
somiasis. The Center has facilitated the distribution of over 7.6
million long-lasting insecticide-treated bed nets since 2010 in Ni-
geria to curb transmission of malaria and LF

An NGO that concentrates on humanitarian and medical needs
across Greece, PRAKSIS focuses its work particularly in the larger
urban centres. In 2013, the A. G. Leventis Foundation supported
two important projects operated by PRAKSIS, in Athens and Pat-
ras respectively. A grant towards the ‘Syn sto Plin" programme
funded initiatives that aim to counteract the effects of the financial
crisis in Greece. With the Foundation's assistance, PRAKSIS was
able to purchase winter urban survival kits for the ‘new homeless’
in Athens, to help them confront their first winter in the streets:
225 survival kits were distributed, each consisting of 17 items, in-
cluding backpack, mattress, sleeping bag and isothermal clothing.
A second grant by the Foundation was directed towards the pro-
gramme titled ‘Protecting Children on the Move’, which has been
implemented in Patras and focuses on aiding children in need of
international protection, including asylum seekers, refugees, mi-
grants and trafficked persons.

Strengthening National Policies to Stop Sexual Violence against

Developing World Programme, Marine Stewardship Council

The Marine Stewardship Council (MSC) is improving the ways
our oceans are fished by changing the incentives within the sea-
food market to reward fisheries that demonstrate that they are
sustainable by achieving MSC certification. The MSC Standard is
the most highly regarded means of assessing the environmen-
tal impact of a fishery's practices, and most fisheries that take
part in the MSC programme make changes to their practices that
have verifiable environmental benefits. The support of the A. G.
Leventis Foundation has helped the MSC to promote the MSC
certification and eco-labelling programme globally. In developing
countries, fisheries are increasingly using the MSC assessment
process as a means of charting a path towards sustainable fish-
ing. In Senegal, the MSC has been working with lobster fishermen
to help develop an action plan for sustainability improvements.
MSC-driven fishery improvement work is also taking place in the
Gambia and elsewhere in Africa. With markets around the world
demanding seafood that is certified as sustainably sourced, these
fisheries can look to increases in the prices for their produce,
while ensuring the health of fish stocks and the viability of fishing
as a livelihood for thousands of people.

Saving the Aquatic Warbler, Belarus and Poland

The A. G. Leventis Foundation is supporting ongoing work in the
fen marshes of Belarus and Poland to save the Aquatic Warbler
(Acrocephalus paludicola). Because of its complete dependence
on this fast-disappearing habitat, the Warbler is a flagship spe-
cies for the long-term conservation of these marshes. It is the
rarest and the only songbird classed as ‘Globally Threatened’ on
the European mainland, with almost three-quarters of the world
population breeding in these two countries. The programme
focuses on restoring the traditional use of the marshes, using
special machinery, and investigating where the Warblers go in
winter, when they fly via the Atlantic seaboard to West Africa.
Cutting-edge technology has already uncovered some secrets
that have baffled scientists for years. When ornithologists can
understand the full life-cycle of these enigmatic birds, then the
scientific community will be better able to offer insights for their
conservation on their breeding grounds, on migration and when
wintering. The aim of the initiative is to protect the Aquatic War-
bler against possible extinction and create the potential of a safe
future for this threatened species.

Atewa Critical Conservation Action Project, Ghana

The Atewa Forest in Ghana is one of the most extensive intact
rainforest areas in West Africa, a unique habitat, with a wealth
of rare plants and animals, and a source of food and water for 5
million people, making its protection of seminal importance for
conservationists. The A. G. Leventis Foundation supports such
initiatives through the Atewa Critical Conservation Action Project,
established by A Rocha Ghana and led by Patrick Opoku. Project
activities commenced in June 2012 with a press conference in Ac-
cra and the opening of a project office in Kibi, on the eastern edge
of Atewa. A scoping exercise in November 2012 identified more
than 40 settlements around Atewa (totalling around 750,180 peo-
ple), of which 35 settlements were selected for sensitisation work.
Actions included 25 community durbars communicating conser-
vation messages about Atewa; 20 well-attended video shows
featuring Ghana's wildlife and the experience of Kakum National
Park; the formation of environmental clubs in high schools in 5
districts fringing Atewa; hosting a visit of around 200 students
from the KNUST Faculty of Renewable Natural Resources; and
convening an interfaith workshop for 120 religious leaders from 5
towns around Atewa.

Biodiversity and Footpaths on Lesser Cycladic Islands,

Elliniki Etairia

The Sustainable Aegean Programme of the Elliniki Etairia - So-
ciety for the Environment and Cultural Heritage, in collaboration
with the Department of Biology of the University of Athens, is car-
rying out the ‘Biodiversity and Footpaths on the Lesser Cyclades’
project. It aims to record the biodiversity of four islands (Iraklia,
Schinoussa, Koufonisia, Donoussa), in parallel with the restora-
tion and signposting of traditional footpaths. A key objective of the
project, carried out with the support of the A. G. Leventis Founda-
tion, is to raise awareness in local communities, underlining that
economic prosperity is attainable through ecotourism activities
under two conditions: maintaining intact all the particular, unique
features of the Aegean landscape; and introducing activities that
relate to and respect the island’s biodiversity.

Athenian Houses of the Modern Movement, Elliniki Etairia

The publication Athenian Houses of the Modern Movement and
the corresponding exhibition at the Benaki Museum (16-30 June
2013) represent the outcome of an extensive documentation
project on the houses of the Modern Movement of the 1930s in
the city centre and neighbourhoods of Athens. The project was
carried out by the Elliniki Etairia — Society for the Environment and
Cultural Heritage, with the support of the A. G. Leventis Founda-
tion, the Representation of the European Commission in Greece
and the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection. The research
and the resulting digital archive is probably the first systematic
attempt to document the architecture of Modernism in Greece.
Over 1275 catalogued buildings transport us to the Athens of the
interwar years through their linear, clear outlines, reflecting the
spirit of an era that marked the city during the first decades of the
20th century. The rounded contours of balconies, geometric win-
dows, aniron art deco door and the perfect spiral of a stairwell all
underline the unique aesthetic of these structures. The aim of the
programme and the publication is to raise public awareness and
emphasise the need to conserve this important part of Athens” ar-
chitectural heritage, whose value has yet to be fully appreciated.

Kypriaka in Crete, Anastasios G. Leventis Foundation, Nicosia

The relations between Cyprus and Crete, both cultural and com-
mercial, have attracted the attention of scholars ever since Sir
Arthur Evans detected, at the end of the 13th century, the Minoan
character of what he called the Cypro-Minoan script, which made
its appearance on Cyprus c. 1500 BC. Cretan objects, dating mainly
from the 16th century to the 13th BC, have been reported from ex-
cavations in Cyprus, but very little is known about Cypriot objects
found in excavations on Crete. The research project ‘Kypriaka
in Crete’ is a collective attempt by Cypriot, Cretan and other ar-
chaeologists, with Vassos Karageorghis and Athanasia Kanta as
coordinators, to assemble all the Cypriot imports to Crete dating
from ¢. 2000 BC to the 6th century BC. These include mainly pot-
tery and bronzes (including copper ingots), but also jewellery, of
Cypriot manufacture, as well as local imitations, illuminating the
extent of influence exercised by Cyprus on Crete, which reached
its zenith in the 8th-7th centuries BC. Most of the material appears
for the first time. The project is expected to be completed by the
end of 2013.
