The thirty—two pProgrammes selected for this annual report are representative of the scope of the
Foundation’s activities worldwide and provide an insight into the work of this productive year to its beneficiaries
and friends. Presented under broad headings — ‘Conservation of Cultural Heritage’, ‘Museums and Libraries’,
‘Universities’, ‘Scholarships’, ‘Culture’, ‘Philanthropy, Humanitarian Work and Medical Science’, ‘Environment and
Conservation” and ‘Publications’ — the programmmes outlined also allow beneficiaries and partners to showcase their
achievements in 2014 and to share their commitment to excellence with an international public.

Built in the heart of Nicosia. the A. G. Leventis Gallery houses the over 800 artworks and objets d‘artthat constitute
the important Collections of the A. G. Leventis Foundation: the Paris Collection of European art, the Greek Collection of 19th-
and 20th-century works and the Cyprus Collection, which includes works of the first generation of Cypriot artists. In their
purpose-built galleries, works by Canaletto, Fragonard, Corot, Boudin, Renoir, Monet, Chagall, Vryzakis, Volanakis, Rallis,
Moralis, Tsarouchis, Kissonerghis, Diamantis and Kanthos come together under one roof. These works evoke, beyond the
narrow boundaries of artistic periods and styles, over 400 years of history and art, but also the broader artistic heritage of
Europe; giving flesh and blood to the vision of Anastasios G. Leventis to present the art treasures he collected throughout
his lifetime for the enjoyment of a broad public.

This hospitable building, with its lucid, linear style and contemporary aesthetic, was designed by the award-winning British
architectural firm of Feilden Clegg Bradley Studios with the use of pioneering eco-friendly technology and measures over 4000
square metres. Seven years were needed for its completion, from the initial design to the achievement of the museological
planning and the presentation of the Collections, a course which brought together an international team of over 100 experts in
various fields. Throughout the display, the art of the past is joined by the technology of the future: interactive digital ‘captions’, video
walls and touch screens invite, particularly a younger generation, to explore the works through their own eyes. Contemporary
design blends with Louis XV furniture and Meissen porcelain, but also with features such as the exceptional wood-panelled room,
a distant echo of Anastasios G. Leventis elegant Parisian apartment, transported in its entirety and re-erected in the Gallery.

From its early days, the Gallery was received with enthusiasm and warmth, both by the Cypriot and international public,
by the academic community and the press. Increasingly visible, our Collections are opening up to the world, through
a wealth of new collaborations: from the recent conference hosted at the Courtauld Institute of Art in London, to our
first international exhibition, which brought together works in the collections of, among others, such museums as the
National Gallery — Alexander Soutzos Museum, Evripidis Koutlidis Foundation, Athens; the Bijbels Museum, Amsterdam;
the Ashmolean Museum, Oxford; and the Musée des Augustins, Toulouse. This first year of exhibitions, lectures and
educational programmes targeting all ages, with events bridging various disciplines from music to drama, has highlighted
the Gallery as a unique space for culture in the city of Nicosia — one which promises to engage all visitors in the enjoyment
and appreciation of art. For all of us, the journey is just beginning.

Reconstruction of the Temple of Zeus, Nemea

Initiated in early August 2014, the Reconstruction Project of the
Nemea Center for Classical Archaeology, University of California,
Berkeley, under the direction of Kim Shelton, followed on from
the completion of Phase Il of the works in Nemea, concluded
in December 2012. Work began in two areas: the conservation
study of the columns in the pronaos and the restoration of gei-
son blocks from the north-east colonnade. With the support of
the A. G. Leventis Foundation, significant progress was made on
the pronaos columns, with measurements and planning complet-
ed by architect Katerina Sklere and civil engineer Kostas Papanto-
nopoulos. The preliminary results of the study indicate that many of
the column blocks and their entablature have shifted significantly
from their original positions, the entablature blocks dangerously
so. The initial stages of restoration on geison block 288 were com-
pleted and included cleaning of the original block, moulding of the
missing segments and the preparation of the technical equipment
necessary to repair the original pieces and to patch missing areas.
Work on both projects continued through the late autumn season,
and the third area to which funding will be applied, an exhibit on the
Restoration Project, was started in the winter season.

Conservation of the Mosaic Decoration, Monastery of Mar
Gabriel, Tur Abdin, Turkey

Founded in 397, the Monastery of Mar Gabriel in Tur Abdin is locat-
ed in an isolated region of south-east Turkey. A stronghold on the
border of the Byzantine Empire, Tur Abdin became a centre of the
Aramaic-speaking Orthodox Syriac Church. In 512 Emperor Anas-
tasius | built the main church and decorated its sanctuary with mo-
saics. The commissioning by a Byzantine emperor of an aniconic,
‘iconophobic’ mosaic in a Monophysite monastery close to or within
the Persian Empire is of historical interest. The vault is covered with
grape vines on a gold background growing from four silver ves-
sels. Among the foliage are three medallions containing crosses.
The two lateral lunettes contain a ciborium under which there is
an altar with two chalices and a basket. The missing parts of the
mosaic are covered with white mortar or cement. The opus sectile
floor in the sanctuary is decorated with polychrome marble pieces.
With the support of the A. G. Leventis Foundation, the conservation
of the mosaic included the stabilisation of the tesserae layer in the
masonry, the removal of recent interventions and the cleaning by
hand of the surface of the tesserae, supervised by Patrick Blanc,
head of the conservation team.

Restoration of a Traditional Watermill, Agios Germanos, Prespa,
Greece

Just before World War I, numerous watermills were in operation
in the Prespa region, used by the local community for the grind-
ing of grains and the production of flour, but also in the finishing
process for the production of woollen cloth and the washing of
carpets and rugs. Most were built along the banks of the largest
river in the Prespa basin, the Agios Germanos River. Of these,
only one mill has survived, located around 400 metres outside
the village of Agios Germanos, thanks to the efforts of the Society
for the Protection of Prespa over the past 15 years to prevent the
building’s total collapse. In 2012, the A. G. Leventis Foundation
and the Stavros Niarchos Foundation undertook to support the
full restoration of the building and the mill's mechanism. Today.
visitors can learn about the workings of the mill and its traditional
local use, but also about the way in which it is intrinsically linked
to the natural ecosystem of its river water supply.

Conservation Actions at the Library of the Holy Monastery of
Docheiariou, Mount Athos

The Holy Monastery of Docheiariou, located on the west side of the
Mount Athos Peninsula, is the first coastal monastery that visitors
come across as they arrive by boat from Ouranoupoli. The rich monas-
tic library consists of 535 manuscripts (10th-20th centuries), about 2500
incunabula (15th-19th centuries) and approximately 15,000 Byzantine
and Post-Byzantine documents. With the support of the A. G. Leventis
Foundation, the monastery was able to address three important pri-
orities, instrumental in the protection of the library’s invaluable cultural
capital for future generations. These included the digitisation of the
monastery’s manuscripts, focusing on text, binding, technical details
and watermarks, and the replacement of old archival boxes with new
acid-free ones. The monastery’s important gold-seal, lead-seal and
wax-seal documents and firmans have been placed in custom-made
acid-free boxes, which ensure their secure storage, display and pres-
entation without the need for handling by readers and researchers. The
library was also able to purchase a complex bookbinding press, which
enabled restorers to execute seven bookbinding functions necessary
in implementing delicate conservation actions on the manuscripts and
archives during the digitisation and boxing process.

Heaven and Earth: Art of Byzantium from Greek Collections,

The exhibition Heaven and Earth: Art of Byzantium from Greek Col-
lections was organised by the Hellenic Ministry of Culture and Sports
and the Benaki Museum. 172 art objects, in 5 thematic sections, outline
the development of Byzantine culture over the course of 1000 years.
All exhibits were drawn from Greek public museums and collec-
tions. More than half of them had never before been exhibited outside
Greece. The exhibition was initially hosted with great success by two
prominent American museums, the National Gallery of Art in Wash-
ington, DC, and the Getty Villa in Pacific Palisades, Los Angeles. A
shorter selection from it was presented at the Art Institute of Chicago
(27 September 2014 - 15 February 2015). 300,000 visitors and enthusi-
astic reviews from the press and the academic community marked this
great cultural event. Heaven and Earth was accompanied by a richly il-
lustrated two-volume publication with texts compiled by distinguished
researchers, as well as by lectures and two international symposia.
The A. G. Leventis Foundation, continuing its generous assistance to
cultural organisations and projects, supported this important Greek
initiative for the promotion of Hellenic culture abroad.

With its commitment to support Cypriot archaeology, the A. G. Leventis
Foundation has long collaborated with the Medelhavsmuseet
(Museum of Mediterranean and Near Easter Antiquities) in Stockholm,
a museum which hosts one of the largest collections of (scientifically
excavated) Cypriot antiquities worldwide and thus constitutes a point
of reference for the archaeology of the island. With the Foundation’s
support, the Medelhavsmuseet inaugurated the Expedition Gallery
(dedicated to the work of the Swedish Cyprus Expedition) in 2006,
followed by a new, architecturally innovative Gallery of Cypriot
Antiquities in the Museum's central hall, which opened in 2009. Since
2011 the Foundation has funded one postdoctoral research position
at the Medelhavsmuseet: the A. G. Leventis Postdoctoral Fellow
is currently involved in the project on the sanctuary of Ayia Irini on
Cyprus, with a special focus on the unpublished pottery from the site.
The project will result in the comprehensive publication of Ayia Irini,
in which issues of chronology, stratigraphy and cult will be discussed.
Thanks to the Foundation’s support, the documentation, conservation
and study of the unpublished finds from Ayia Irini are now possible,
while the Foundation also supports research-related travel for its
Medelhavsmuseet Postdoctoral Fellow.

The exhibition Rhodes, une ile grecque aux portes de [Orient, held
at the Musée du Louvre from 14 November 2014 to 9 February 2015,
explored the island’s archaeology from the 15th century BC to the 5th
century BC, a subject that remains relatively unknown to the general
public. Famous as the former site of the Colossus — one of the Seven
Wonders of the Ancient World — and home to the Knights of St John
in the Middle Ages. Rhodes was an important trading post between
the Aegean and the East from ancient times onwards. The first ex-
hibition devoted exclusively to Rhodes, the display centred around
three main themes: the history of the excavations conducted since
1859 by French, English, Danish, ltalian and Greek archaeologists;
the cultural diversity of Rhodes, resulting from its position as a trad-
ing hub in the Eastern Mediterranean; and the Orientalising character
of Rhodian art, as illustrated by some of its most spectacular pieces,
notably examples of gold and silver work, unrivalled in the Greek
world, and faience, a craft associated with Egypt and the Levant.

In 2013-2014 the A. G. Leventis Foundation supported social an-
thropologist Dr Tryfon Bampilis, Visiting Fellow at South East Eu-
ropean Studies at Oxford (SEESOX), St Antony’s College, working
on the rise of the extreme right in Greece and its implications
for Greek society and politics. Dr Bampilis gave a series of talks
on his subject and convened additional events on other relevant
Greek matters, including a workshop titled ‘Far-right Extremism
is Crisis-ridden Greece’, which looked beyond the economic cri-
sis to the role played by institutionalised nationalism in Greece.
Through the Foundation’s support, SEESOX organised two other
major events during 2013-2014: a symposium on the anniversary
of the 1923 forceful exchange of populations between Greece and
Turkey, which examined the historical background that led to the
1923 Treaty of Lausanne and the population exchanges; and the
launch of Prof. Paschalis M. Kitromilides' book Enlightenment and
Revolution, which included a panel discussion on the confronta-
tion between Enlightenment ideas and Church-sanctioned ideolo-
gies, which shaped the culture of present-day Greece and helps
to explain Greece’s recent troubles.

The Nativity Stories, A. G. Leventis Gallery, Nicosia

‘How much do we really know about the story of the birth of Christ?’
The A. G. Leventis Gallery’s first international exhibition explored the
iconography of the Nativity, bringing together art - from Byzantium
to Modernism — and text from a broad spectrum of sources includ-
ing the Bible, apocryphal writings, hymnography, but also poetry.
The exhibition investigated the ways in which the Nativity narrative
has been embellished through time, from Byzantine and Western
medieval iconography through to the 17th century and onwards, in
the aftermath of the Baroque, to the esoteric readings of the 19th
and 20th centuries, into diverse, and at times highly personal, read-
ings of the story. It also included a contemporary photographic ele-
ment that invited viewers to think about the impact of context and the
viewer's response to our interpretation of Nativity imagery. Critically
acclaimed, the exhibition was a collaboration with important inter-
national public and private collections and was accompanied by a
publication that examines the play between art and text in the retell-
ing of one of the best-loved stories of all time, The Nativity Stories.

UNICEF Polio Eradication Programme in Gombe State, Nigeria

Joining forces with UNICEF to fight poliomyelitis, the infectious
disease caused by the poliovirus, the A. G. Leventis Foundation
supported the UNICEF initiative for polio eradication in Gombe State,
Nigeria. Last year, Nigeria reported 122 cases of wild poliovirus,
representing more than half of cases reported globally. Through
this project, UNICEF seeks to increase immunisation coverage in
Gombe State to 87%.

Laptops for Learning Nigeria, Lagos

Laptops for Learning Nigeria (L4L) is a non-profit enterprise which
aims to acquire, distribute and plan the strategic use of screen-
based technology for primary schoolchildren and their teachers in
urban and rural communities, providing learning opportunities that
will allow Nigerian youth to embrace the 21st century. This initia-
tive has been aided by the A. G. Leventis Foundation for the past
two years, enabling L4L to establish a Clubhouse in a state primary
school supported by the Lagos Mainland Local Government, tar-
geting the least privileged children and their teachers. The pro-
gramme, which is also assisted by the Ministry of Education and
the local government, includes teacher training, Clubhouse reno-
vations, provision of hard- and software, access to the internet,
security and ongoing technical and soft skills support. During the
past school year, 96 children aged between 9 and 13 participat-
ed in the programme, facilitated by the teachers, providing each
child with an average of 72 screen hours. Children participate in
laptop-based competitions, and teachers are recognised for their
outstanding contributions to the programme. There has been a
noticeable improvement in the computer skills and literacy levels
amongst the children.

The PYXIS Intercultural Centre for the Promotion of Refugee
Integration, Greek Council for Refugees, Athens

The Greek Council for Refugees (GCR) is a non-governmental or-
ganisation founded in 1989 with the mandate to help asylum seek-
ers, refugees and individuals entitled to international protection
who were forced to flee their homeland, so that they may build a
new, secure life in Greece. GCR offers free-of-charge legal and so-
cial services, while special emphasis is placed on vulnerable cases,
such as unaccompanied minors and victims of trafficking, amongst
others. GCR operates through its three special units: Legal Aid,
Social Services and the Refugee Reception and Interpreters Unit.
Among the services provided by the Social Unit is the PYXIS Inter-
cultural Centre for the Promotion of Refugee Integration, founded
in 1996. Its primary aim is to contribute to the better integration of
refugees and asylum seekers into Greek society. With the assist-
ance of the A. G. Leventis Foundation, the highly qualified staff of
PYXIS endeavours to facilitate access to the education system, pro-
vides free Greek and English language lessons, computer classes
and supplementary teaching for pupils attending Greek schools
and also organises various cultural, educational, artistic and sport-
ing activities. In 2014 PYXIS served a total of 3073 individuals.

Protection of the Corfu Killifish Project, Zoological Society
of London

Led by the Zoological Society of London, Fish Net is a consortium
of zoos, aquaria, research centres and universities, aiming to save
vulnerable freshwater fish species from extinction, with activities
in Turkey, Mexico, Madagascar and Europe. The A. G. Leventis
Foundation is supporting the Fish Net programme in Greece,
which focuses on the critically endangered Corfu killifish (Valencia
letourneuxi). The species is very intolerant of habitat change and
invasive species, and its range has contracted considerably over
the past few years. Focusing on western Greece, this project aims
to use monitoring, captive breeding, research, habitat restoration
and trial translocation of the Corfu killifish in order to stabilise its
population and prevent extinction in the wild. The project will also
engage local communities in an awareness campaign, highlighting
the project and the species’ uniqueness to Greece and involving
them in habitat restoration activities.

Working Drawings of Icon Painters after the Fall of Constantino-
ple: The Andreas Xyngopoulos Portfolio at the Benaki Museum

A co-publication of the A. G. Leventis Foundation, the A. G.
Leventis Gallery and the Benaki Museum, this volume by Prof.
Maria Vassilaki addresses the ‘technology’ of Post-Byzantine
icons and presents working drawings used by painters after the
Fall of Constantinople in Greek areas under Venetian or Ottoman
rule. These working drawings were either embossed or pricked
cartoons (anthivola), or painted drawings or sketches produced
freehand. To date, the largest known collection of such working
drawings used by Post-Byzantine artists is the Andreas Xyn-
gopoulos portfolio, a bequest by this renowned Byzantinist to
the Benaki Museum. The collection consists of 452 loose sheets,
mostly pricked cartoons, intended for the creation of portable
icons. Some of these can be linked to the famous Cretan paint-
ers of the 16th and 17th centuries, such as Michael Damaskenos,
Emmanuel Tzanes and Theodoros Poulakis, and to icons pro-
duced by them, many of which are found in the lonian Islands
and, particularly, on Corfu.
