The Foundation has supported a six year conservation
programme (2007-2012), overseen by the Department of Antiqui-
ties and the Courtauld Institute of Art, to stabilise and improve the
paintings. With emphasis on technological techniques of achiev-
ing this, the project aims to preserve these invaluable works of art
in the best condition possible.

The church is one of the most ancient
in Jerusalem, dating from the Byzantine period, and after its de-
struction and extensive rebuilding, in the 7" and 11" centuries,
has gone for years without maintenance work. In accordance with
the UNESCO Action Plan for the safeguarding of the cultural heri-

In 2011, the Foundation sponsored an exhibition of the Byzantine
icons of the Bulgarian Black Sea coast, at the Museum of Byzan-
tine Culture in Thessaloniki. The exhibition is due to remain open
till January 2012, and incorporates wall paintings as well as icons
from different museums across Bulgaria. The icons demonstrate
the evolution of religious art from the 11" to the 19" centuries,
and the strength of Hellenic influences and traditional cultural
links with Constantinople.

The Leventis Municipal Museum of Nicosia reopened in January
2010, having renovated its permanent exhibition galleries, and creat-
ed a new Constantine Leventis wing.

In October 2008, Pro-
fessor Paul Cartledge was formally inaugurated, and declared
his remit as one of ‘outreach’ - explaining to a wider public the
significance of Ancient Greek Culture, and its continuing impact
today.

I. Centre for Asia Minor Studies

The Centre for Asia Minor Studies was created in the aftermath
of the disastrous Greco-Turkish war and subsequent population
exchange in 1922, when Greece recognized the need to preserve
its dissipated Asia-Minor cultural heritage through the memories
of Greek Orthodox refugees. The Centre’s primary function today
is as a historical and political research centre and "think-tank”™ of
international standing. The Foundation's grant has contributed to
the digitization and documentation of over 150,000 hand-written
pages of the Centre’s Oral Tradition Archive (based on the oral
accounts of 5,000 refugees from Cappadocia, Pontus and lonia).
This enables these invaluable accounts to be accessible to sci-
entific researchers around the world, and facilitates their use for
educational purposes.

The Hellenic Centre was founded in 1994 as a base for Hellenic
culture and community in London. Its mission is to bring together
Hellenes of the Diaspora, and to promote an awareness and ap-
preciation of Hellenic culture for Greeks and non-Greeks.

Since 1998, the Foundation has been sponsoring a gene re-
search therapy programme at the Cyprus Institute of Neurology
and Genetics, under the guidance of Dr Leonidas Phylactou. This
research is focused on developing ways to tackle such diseas-
es as myotonic dystrophy (muscular dystrophy), and inherited
deafness, by repairing the underlying genetic problem. Much of
this research is specifically relevant to diseases affecting many
Cypriot people, and already advances made in 2010 are directly
responsible for the establishment of a new screening service at
CING, which helps disagnose families with Congenital Adrenal
Hyperplasia. The Foundation’s grant is therefore already facilitat-
ing practical application of this research, as well as underpinning
a wider, crucial pushing of more academic scientific boundaries.

Begun in the 1980's, the Foundation sponsored the research and
publication of the Archaia Kypriaki Grammateia project - six vol-
umes that contain the surviving works and fragments of Greek
literature written by Cypriots up to the end of the Roman Empire.
